In late February; we received the complete test
results. In the Czech Republic 16,300 pupils took
part. Diana was the very best in the General Ap-
titude, Czech Language and English Language,
and she reached the 91st percentile in Math-
ematics!

The numbers in both tables indicate the percen-
tile - ie. the percentage of students they topped
(for example 95 percentile means that the stu-
dent had a better result than 95% of the others).
Other students had great results too:

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We take for granted that our students
had outstanding results in English too.
Diana was in the 100th percentile again
(1), 7 students were in the 97th percen-
tile and 7 students were in the 83th per-
centile. The total number of students
tested was 12,973. The General Aptitude
test is aimed at detecting specific study
potential. The test does not examine
knowledge but skills that predispose
people to be able to study well. The test
therefore does not examine what peo-
ple have learned, but rather how well
they are able to learn. That is why such
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tests are often used as a part of the entrance exams for secon-
dary schools and universities. Due to its general focus on specific
intellectual potential it is used not only in education but also in
the field of human resources.

ou could read the story of my wife, SCIS Principal Jitka Stiles, in

the last newsletter and on the Humans of Zdimerice Facebook

page published by Mirka Machackova goo.gl/xFeKZz. I have
agreed to also introduce myself to my neighbours in Zdimerice and
beyond.

I come from Canada where I met my future wife, Jitka, who was
visiting from the Czech Republic to work on her doctorate with my
father, a microbiologist, through the international exchange program
that connected the Prague University of Chemical Technology and
the University of Alberta. Jitka and I fell in love, but after some time
she had. to return home. I wanted to go with het, but as a teacher
starting fresh I had to finish a compulsory second year of school to
be certified permanently. At that time I was teaching at an Indian
reservation in Alberta.

When I finally got to Prague I had no idea what job I would do
here. But I was in love. I found myself in the Czech capital city, full of
historical monuments. It was the nineties, and 1 lived with a wonder-
ful woman in a beautiful city: Ifelt like I won the lottery. I found a job
almost immediately thanks to Jitkas hobby of marathon running. We
were members of the Prague International Marathon Club, where
I met a Czech-American woman who said that there is an interna-
tional school in Prague where I could possibly find a job. It worked
out. I taught at Prague International School in Nebusice, paid out in

US dollars, which was the dream of every Canadian. We were totally
satisfied.

Later we went to Nebraska in the United States, where both of
us were active in Czechoslovak expatriate clubs, aiming not only to
preserve the historical heritage of Czechoslovaks who immigrated to
America, but also spread the Czechoslovak culture.

In Nebraska we were surprised by how many Czechoslovak his-
torical traces we encountered. I even learned more Czech in Ne-
braska than in Prague, taking Czech courses at a local university.
We studied special pedagogy in the evening, and three years later we
returned from Nebraska to Prague to start a family. According to an
agreement between the Czech Republic and the USA, researchers
and teachers do not have to pay taxes in Nebraska (and vice versa);
therefore we could save some money until we could afford to buy
a house in Prague.

I'worked at the British International School in Prague for six years.
At that time we had three children. When my oldest son was three-
years-old, I realized that he would be soon going to school, and so
we had one last chance to go abroad to get more international ex-
perience. Three years is enough time to get acquainted with other
countries and their different culture and mentality, which person-
ally I find very rewarding. We went to China, to the city of Nanjing,
where we worked at an international school. My wife finished her
pedagogical studies and we began teaching.

After three years in China, we returned to the Czech Republic to
settle here. I wanted our children to go to school in one place. We,
Canadians, are a nation made up of immigrants from all around
the world, and therefore we do have not a strong sense of our own
identity, who we are and where we come from. Canada and Cana-
dians are great, but I wanted our children to know their Czech cul-
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ture, Czech traditions and Czech history. Searching for a new job, we

found Sunny Canadian International School. I could not believe our
luck. Near Prague, there was a Czech-Canadian school set in beauti-
ful countryside that was excited to welcome and employ a bilingual
Czech-Canadian couple with children. We soon found a house with-
in walking distance of the school. I never thought that my Canadian
nationality could be such an advantage for me.

Zdimerice is similar to a suburb of Canadas Edmonton where
I grew up (by its size and environment). My father was a scientist,
and my mother was a headmistress. My three older sisters became
teachers, and so it was only natural that I followed in their footsteps.
I was also interested in art, but thanks to my father, I realized that
I prefer art as a spectator. To become a teacher was the right choice

for me, even though beginnings were not easy. The year I graduated
there were a lot of newly-qualified teachers. Supply totally exceeded
demand, and I could not find work in Edmonton. I tutored children
at home, substituted at school, worked in an after-school club, and
even completed a babysitting course to take care of the children.
I wanted to gain as much experience as possible. I finally got a per-
manent job at an Indian reservation 300 km north of Edmonton.
Everything bad is good for something - it was in fact the best practice
for a beginning teacher, a great life experience that moved me further.

Teaching Indian children is not easy. Their parents are often ad-
dicted to alcohol and they are born with this addiction, which affects
their mental abilities. I was in charge of a class of adolescents whose
lives had been affected by alcoholism since childhood and who were
not interested in education. Indians are more connected with nature
and they are not interested in European culture and the European
view of the world. Their philosophy of life is very different than ours.
They want to be in touch with their country and with the Great Spir-
it. They want to fish and hunt, and they want to have their rituals.
I have always been very interested in different cultures and langua-
ges, so 1 liked their age-old wisdom of nature and spirituality. I was
glad that I was able to participate in their ritual ceremonies.

Indians do not appreciate classical education as we do. Thanks to
their lifestyle and other priorities, they are trapped in poverty, living
on state welfare, and often having children early in life. I am sad to
see that their civilization is slowly dying.

I really appreciate that in Zdimerice our children can run out of
the house. They can enjoy the freedom of life in nature, and they can
safely ride a bike or explore their surroundings. We often go for long-
er or shorter trips, but sometimes at the weekend we decide to stay at
home, because we like it here. We're happy here.

The Roll of Science at SCIS is Growing

T1e science laboratories in SCIS seeing a lot of students partak-
ing in scientific experiments. Second stage students, under
the tutelage of Mr. Millar, have been completing investigations
ranging from “What are the ideal conditions of plan germination
& growth?” to “Identifying unknown salts using the flame test” as
seen in TV shows such as the CSI series and Krimindlka Andél.

Our younger scientists are becoming more familiar with labo-
ratory equipment and procedures, and the best way to do this is
to practice, using laboratory instruments as often as possible. We
have lots of budding scientists in our ranks.

Our high school students have been conducting their own ex-

periments based on the IGCSE Curriculum and exam papers.
One such experiment was “Investigating unknown salts using
Qualitative Analysis’, (this is the add-on to the flame test, com-
pleted by younger students), “Testing leaves for starch using io-
dine® and “Investigating the methods of making reactions faster*.

The extracurricular “Science Club” is running every Monday.
We are currently investigating the effects of lack of light on plant
growth. Recently, students made glue from milk, universal indica-
tor from red cabbage, and used this indicator to identify different
acids and alkalis. Soon, we will be going outside to monitor the
surrounding environment.

Alarm Training at SCIS

Every one of us remembers from school
when a report of a fire alarm related to
the call to evacuate the school was heard on
the school radio. Everyone left the school
after the alarm and set out outside. In SCIS,
this exercise, called FIRE DRILL, took
place on September 30, 2016 and all class,
teams and teachers managed to clear the
school in an incredibly short time of about
4 minutes.

Why are these alarms actually being

carried out and performed? This is an ob-
ligation arising from the instruction No
246/2001 Coll., On Fire Prevention, which
states: “If an approved fire hazard assess-
ment or fire protection documentation
prepared on the basis of the determination
of the fire safety conditions is determined,
the effectiveness of the measures speci-
fied in the Fire Alarm Guidelines shall be
checked at least once a year.”

Similarly, training is now being intro-

duced to a so-called active assailant in our
school called CODE BLUE. It took place on
April 28, 2017 in all parts of SCIS.. Unlike
a fire alarm, everyone remains in a locked
class waiting for an ALL CLEAR password.
This exercise was organized according to the
recommendations of the Czech Police.

Lets hope that our school will not expe-
rience the practical threats of both types of
alarms; however, pupils, teachers and other
staff are ready. <

movement education (TPV), which is very beneficial
for the child’s soul and personality development.

Dance itself is among the artistic activities which can be
practiced by nearly everyone. Every person has an innate
ability to dance, because we all have some sense of move-
ment, feeling, imagination, and rhythm, which can help us
develop the ability to think and act.

The main theme of the dance is the emotional value of
a creative process. Dance encourages awareness of the
movement of one’s own body; concentration on the rhythm,
understanding its meaning and consciously coordinating all
of these factors.Dance and TPV can be used to shape the
child’s personality. It creates lasting relationships between
a child's thoughts, emotions and physicality, harmonizing
their physical development. It also encourages a positive
attitude towards physical activity and health. TPV focuses
on leadership, speed, self-awareness, respect for others, joy,
sharing, and caring for the community.

Education

Other aspects of TVP are physical training, spatial feel-
ings and relationships, exercise with equipment, movement,
dance games, music, and improvisation.

Dance movement education positively affects many
skills, including auditory and visual perception, body intelli-
gence, and creativity, which is then reflected in the thoughts
and uniqueness of the individual. This makes great strides
in creating community, evoking feelings of belonging and
sharing, working against negativity;, and promoting positive
social interaction.

Children in Orange Tigers have developed a lot of skills
and also learnt basic terminology of the body (head, crown,
chest, pelvis, instep, sole, etc.). They have completed activi-
ties with various rhythms and dynamics, spatial orientation,
mutual relations (pairs, lines, circles, groups), and physical
training has been supported by activities that increase agility
of joints system and also develop muscle fitness.

Children from Orange Tigers have enthusiastically dis-
covered new jumps and steps, as well as more difficult
physical activities with a hoop. Their gross motor skills have
progressed greatly. It is wonderful to see their self-awareness
during the newly discovered expressive jumping element:
improvisation results in a beautiful connection within
themselves, which is very important in shaping their own
values and personality.

Listening, Talking, Breathing, and Feeling Through Senses

Developing literacy skills of preschool children is associated with an
overall colorful and figurative perception of the world. Reading
to children is not only enjoyable but also essential to encourage their
imagination.

People: The U Dracku class is enjoying a renewed interest in sto-
ries and books, both during and outside their regular reading time in
the Czech language. We have also invited family members, especially
older siblings, to read for us in different languages, for example, in
Slovak or English.

Plants: We engage sensory perception and games to build new
concepts, such as our adventure travel game in the Kingdom of Flow-
ers. Children used sight, smell, taste, hearing and touch to familiarize
themselves with six species of garden flowers.

Animals: This year, the theme of foxes has followed us. A small,
live fox even visited us in the classroom. Children perceived Janaceks
melodic “napevky” in the words and music of the opera The Cun-
ning Little Vixen while listening to the CD “Preschool Classics” Our
Dragons painted foxes and learned several poems and songs about
them. The climax of “the fox run” was the performance of the Czech
Philharmonic Orchestra “Keen Fox Leos” in the Rudolfinum concert
hall.

Breath: Rhythm of speech, dear to the composer Janacek, is also
important for speech therapy prevention. U Dracku deepens their
breath support not only during singing but also in the exercise of Tai
Chi.

Books: For us, books dont just lie on the shelf: We travel to find

them in the interesting spaces of the local libraries. It is encouraging
to see childrens self-esteem grow as they themselves borrow books
using their own, newly issued cards! Our preschoolers can even illus-
trate and create their own books, thus the new addition to the school
library: Our creation of Charles IV.
