Cambridge International Examinations
and Curricula at CIS

ince 2014 SCIS has been an accredited
member of Cambridge International
Examinations (CIE), the worlds largest pro-
vider of international education programs
and qualifications for pupils aged 5-19 years.
SCIS is a proud member of the Cambridge

community of more than 9,000 schools in
more than 160 countries. CIE Accredita-

tion allows SCIS to provide programs for
elementary and secondary education. Se-
lected courses taught in English with na-

tive speakers focus on preparation for inter-
national Cambridge IGCSE exams which
students undertake during their studies at
the SCIS High School. This is a precursor to
Cambridge Advanced Level exams in our
four-year High School, which aide in admis-
sion to foreign universities. Besides English
language, students have the opportunity to
choose another language: French, German
or Spanish, also taught by native speakers of
the language.

In Upper Canada (Grades 6-13), Grades
6-9 continue to build on the skills acquired
in the Elementary first stage and study
using the Cambridge Secondary 1 curricu-
lum, paralleling and enhancing the Czech Na-
tional Curricula.

They provide excellent preparation
for Cambridge Advanced and for progression
to other educational systems. Cambridge Se-
condary 2 builds on the foundations of Cam-
bridge Secondary 1, although learners do not
need to complete that stage before this one.

Cambridge IGCSE provides broad and ba-
lanced study across a wide range of subjects,
using learner-centered and enquiry-based
approaches to learning. Learners pursue in-
ternationally recognized Cambridge IGCSE
qualifications at the end of Cambridge Sec-
ondary 2.

Cambridge Advanced is typically for learn-
ers aged 16 to 19 years who need advanced
study to prepare for university and higher
education.

The Czech National
Curriculum is broadly followed in both se-
cond stage and high school. This work is sup-
plemented by that required by the Cambridge
International syllabus, allowing students to
make the change to the Cambridge material
effortlessly while still allowing them to fit into
other schools should they need to relocate for
any reason. We believe that parents are our
partners in their childrens education and as
such we encourage them to be involved in
the learning process. We also believe in open

ne of my favourite Canadian celebra-

tions is Thanksgiving, held annually
on the second Monday of October, near the
time of the Harvest Moon (the full Moon
that occurs closest to the autumn equinox).

Each year we at SCIS combine the won-
derful meal with a deeper understanding
regarding why it happens, its connection to
world history and a chance for individual re-
flection. After personally carving the golden
brown turkey, roasted to perfection and set-
ting my gastrointestinal juices a rumbling,
Dr. Stiles and I took to the microphone to
further teach the students about Thanksgiv-
ing and the Harvest festival.

In North America, what we typically call
the “First Thanksgiving” in 1621 lasted three
days, and was attended by Native Ameri-
cans and Pilgrims after their first harvest
in the New World. However, thanks have
been given for successful harvests in Europe

since pagan times. Similarly, the colonists in
New England were accustomed to regularly
celebrating “thanksgivings” - days of prayer
thanking God for blessings such as military
victory or the end of a drought. What reso-
nates deeply for me, though, is the human-
ity demonstrated in how the Native North
Americans protected the settlers, welcomed
them to their land and taught them how to
survive there at a time when they were par-
ticularly vulnerable.

We explain to the students in a mini
Geography lesson that Canadians celebrate
Thanksgiving earlier than Americans, who
celebrate on the fourth Thursday of No-
vember, mainly due to the fact that we are
further north and our harvest season comes
earlier.

Beyond this, though, is the fact that
Thanksgiving is just that: a day to give
thanks for having food every day and other
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blessings throughout the year. In the face of
war in Syria and North Africa, cholera in
Haiti, drowning immigrants escaping to Eu-
rope, homelessness, and families torn apart,
we encourage our students (and you, dear
reader) to reflect on their lives and embrace
this real meaning of Thanksgiving. Spend
more hours looking at the cup as half full
and being happy for things you might take
for granted: Living in a beautiful country
with a rich history, stable economy, low
unemployment, democratic politics, daily
peace... and great beer! Happy Thanksgi-
ving and may it last throughout the year.

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Kontrola z hygienické stanice nesetiila chvdlou

ne 12. 9. 2016 probéhla v Sunny Cana-

dian International School kontrola ze
strany Krajské hygienické stanice. Kontro-
lu provadély dvé pracovnice - zajimaly se
predev$im o dodrzovani ¢istoty spole¢nych
prostor a hygienického zafizeni pro zaky
aucitele. Déle kontrolovaly ¢istotu kuchyné
a prostoru vydeje ve $kolni jidelné. O tii
dny pozdéji jsme obdrzeli protokoly, ze
nebyly zji$tény zadné nedostatky. Cituji
z protokolu o kontrole kuchyné:

»Byla provedena kontrola kuchyné
$kolni jidelny, ktera byla mimo jiné
zaméfena predev$im na Cistotu provozu.
V dobé kontroly byla ¢istota kuchyné
a prostoru vydeje ve Skolni jidelné na vy-
soké trovni. Povrchy stén, podlah a po-
vrchy  technologického  vybaveni
a zafizeni kuchyné byly cisté a bez

poskozeni. Rovnéz talife ulozené
v nahfivacich vozicich byly cisté a bez
poskozeni. Jidelna vcetné stolt a zidli byla
uklizend a ¢istd. Soudasti jidelniho pro-
storu je salatovy bar a napojovy koutek.
V dobé kontroly bylo vie ¢isté a pripravené
k vydeji. Pracovnici (8 zaméstnanci)
v dobé kontroly méli ¢isty pracovni odév.

Dodrzovani osobni hy-
gieny bylo shleddno na vysoké trovni.”

A jesté z protokolu o kontrole spole¢nych
prostor $koly a hygienického zafizeni pro
zaky a ucitele:

~Vsechna hygienickd zafizeni byla
v dobé kontroly &istd a uklizend. Cistota
hygienickych zafizeni byla na vysoké
urovni. Umyvadla na ruce byla vybavena
prosttedky na myti a osouseni rukou.

Pro zaky prvniho stupné jsou umyvad-
la na ruce vybavena tekutym mydlem
v davkovaci a papirovymi jednorazovy-
mi utérkami. Pro Zaky druhého stupné
jsou k dispozici davkovace s tekutym
mydlem a elektrické osousece rukou. Od-
padkové kose jsou pravidelné vynaseny.

Timto velice dékuji vSem, ktefi se
pravidelné staraji o to, aby vsechny pro-
story nasi skoly byly hezké a ¢isté. Zvlastni
dik patfi zaméstnancim kuchyné a pro-
vozniho oddéleni a také vSem zakim
a uciteltim, ktef{ védi, Ze ve Skole bychom
poradek méli udrzovat my v8ichni. <

Regional Hygiene Department Full of Praise

n 12 September 2016, Sunny Canadian International School

was inspected by the Regional Hygeine Department. The two
inspectors focused on the cleanliness of common areas and of the
sanitary facilities for both pupils and teachers. Furthermore, they
checked the cleanliness of the kitchen and the school cafeteria.
Three days later, we received reports that everything was OK and
no problems have been found. In the report from the kitchen in-
spection, they stated:

“The school kitchen was checked with control focused primar-
ily on cleanliness. At the time of the control the level of cleanliness
of the kitchen and cafeteria was very high. The surfaces of walls,
floors and appliances were clean and without any damage. Also,
the plates stored for serving were clean and undamaged. Dining
tables and chairs were tidy and clean. Part of the dining area is
a salad bar and beverage area. Everything was clean and ready
for use during the inspection. The members of the kitchen staft
(8 employees) were dressed properly and in clean clothes during
the inspection. Their cloakroom and toilet were clean and tidy at
the time of inspection. Personal hygiene compliance was found to
be at a high level.

And now from the report from common spaces and sanitary
facilities:

“All the sanitary facilities were clean and tidy at the time of in-
spection. The cleanliness of sanitary facilities was at a high level.
There were materials for washing and drying hands in the bath-
rooms. Bathrooms for students of the first stage are equipped with
liquid soap dispensers and disposable paper towels. Soap dispen-
sers and electric hand dryers are available for pupils of the second
stage. Waste bins are regularly emptied. At the time of the inspec-

tion they were clean and empty. The random inspection of com-
mon areas, communication corridors, and classrooms found no
hygienic deficiencies.

How to approach to children and
what to focus on; these are topics
which you can learn more about during
regular monthly workshops with Liba
Jisova. The workshops will be focused
on various topics surrounding the area
of raising children. We can make both
our lives, and our childrens” lives sig-
nificantly better when we know what
we are doing, and why we are doing it.

The first workshop will be held on
Wednesday, November 9 th form

Teachers are also continually learn-
ing. During our regular meetings we
discuss pedagogical issues. We become
acquainted with new educational meth-
ods and learn from professionals. This
school year we are focusing on develop-
ing fine motor skills and graphomotor
skills.

SCIS’s project about improving
graphomotor skills of pre-first children

Why did we focus on graphmotor
skills and why is it so important? It's
because these skills significantly influ-
ence drawing and writing, and one of
our goals is to prepare our children to
learn how to write.

Graphomotor expression of children
comes from the level of their gross mo-
tor skills and fine motor skills, and in
this area the parents can be very help-
ful. The younger the children are, the
more movement they need - they need
to learn how to control their bodies.
Beneficial activities for children are
crawling, climbing over, jumping, mo-
ving on rough surfaces, walking up and
down stairs, ball games, etc. After that
we can start to develop controlling the
hand and finger movements. For im-

proving these skills, children can try
to be be independent in activities like
dressing up, using buttons, tying their
shoes, taking partt in art works and ma-
nipulative games, for example; building
blocks, mosaics, puzzles, paper crafts,
using scissors.

If a child has not first developed his/
her body and hand movement skills,
they might have some problems with
writing later. When writing, his/her
hand might tire soon and become sore
leading the child to lose interest in the
activity. For correct writing technique,
children also need to know how to hold
pencil properly. This is called pinch
holding which the children should be
able to handle before their entrance to
first grade.

We emphasise the importance of
preparation children for school and
even with the help of parents the chil-
dren will be ready for school even
better. <

In the beginning weeks of school we de-
cided to set a foundation for learning these skills by going on
a “school tour”.

We began by having Ivanka, who helps to keep our school tidy,
enter the classroom with some cleaning equipment. We had the chil-
dren guess what she does, which begins the concept of role forma-
tion for them. She showed them items like a broom and how she
uses it, as well as other cleaning supplies and what they do. We made
sure that they all knew her name, which also teaches important so-
cial skills.

Afterwards, we walked through the school to different areas such
as reception, offices, library, gym, kitchen, and even outside to the
school bus. By doing so, the children learned the different functions
of the employees that work here such as librarian, cook, school bus
driver etc. and all of their names. We also took a photo as a group
with each of them, and have them posted in the room for the chil-
dren to view and remember.

By doing this simple and fun activity together we learned neces-
sary skills such as how to move together safely as a group, to behave
during contact with adults (greetings, goodbyes, and saying thanks),
and to understand that every person in a community has their role.

Throughout the year we look forward to broadening these skills
by repetition at school, as well as on the other trips we will be going
on in public.

safety. We knew this was a very impor-
tant lesson that would help keep our students
safe both in and out of school. As Charles M.
Hayes said, “safety first is safety always” The
students did a great job with road safety and
a lot of them already knew basic information
about the topic. We spoke with the kids about
the dangers of walking close to the road and
crossing the street. These two things were the
main focus of our lessons on road safety.

For crossing the street, the students learned
the slogan, “stop, look and listen” We repeated
this slogan whenever we came to a crossing.
We made sure to emphasize to the students
that they had to look both ways and listen for
cars that we might not be able to see coming.
The students know this slogan very well now
and they even made posters with this slogan
displayed in pictures.

Another skill we practiced was knowing
where to walk on the side walk. We stressed
to the students how big cars are and how small
we are, therefore it is best for us to stay away
from cars. We learned to walk on the side of
the sidewalk that is furthest away from the
road, and then practiced walking close to the
grass. We continuously stressed the impor-
tance of paying attention when walking next
to the road, for example the children should al-
ways be listening for cars, watching how close
they are to the road and being aware of what
the cars are doing as well. We made sure that
students understood that there is no running
or playing next to the road. The White Foxes
did a great job with road safety and we are very
confident that they can walk by the road and
cross the street safely. %
