Host of Hyde Park Civilization Daniel Stach Visits SCIS

s you know, science has always been very close to my heart.

Therefore it was an honor to welcome to school the charis-
matic and talented TV journalist Mr. Daniel Stach, who, in my
opinion, has hugely popularized science in the Czech Republic.
Thanks to his enthusiastic and energetic colleague Mrs. Gabriela
Cihlarova, the TV programme dramaturge Mr. Stach kindly ac-
cepted our invitation to visit our school.
For the past 5 years Mr. Stach has hosted the Saturday scientific TV
programme Hyde Park Civilization. As of last September he also be-
gan hosting the popular show Véda 24 (or Science 24), both on CT24.
Throughout his relatively short career, Mr. Stach has received many
awards: To name a few; in 2014 he won Novinarska krepelka, an
award from the Czech Literacy Fund for young perspective journa-
lists; in 2016 he became the youngest laureate of Vojtéch Naprstek
Award from the Czech Academy of Sciences for the popularization
of science.
He is known for his extensive preparation, reading as many as 400
pages per show (even up to 800). Over the last 5 years he has inter-
viewed over 200 interesting personalities including scientists, Nobel
Prize laureates, and Czech and international citizens who focus on

the well-being of mankind, conservation of our planet, respecting
human life, and protecting our environment.

Apart from seeing Mr. Stach discussing scientific themes on TV, you
might have heard him moderating various sports events such as wa-
ter slalom - his favourite — or athletics competitions, as he is himselfa
sportsman and holder of many national medals.

During our assembly with second stage and high school students,
Dan shared his experience of popularizing science on Czech Tel-
evision. Students learned a lot of interesting information about his
guests, difficulties of booking guests, and preparation for shows. The
conversation even turned to Star Wars — a favorite of students and of
Dans! The program concluded with a question and answer session
with the students and teachers. We were proud to hear our students
asking deep and thoughtful questions, and moreover, in great English.
We thank Dan for a wonderful discussion and wish him success in
his future interesting work. Special thanks goes to Head of Science
Clive Allen as well as the entire department, who acquainted students
with Daniel's work and evaluated students’ essays. You can read details
of the subsequent visit of our students to the TV studios in the next
pages of the newsletter. +¢

On Wednesday, October 4, 2017, the CIS
students held a mock Student Election
based on Czech Parliamentary procedures.
The Student Elections organization has
been running the “People in Need” charity
for several years and this year, for the first
time, CIS joined tens of thousands of stu-
dents from all over the Czech Republic. By
participating in the Student Elections, CIS
sought to contribute to the active, responsi-
ble and self-confident citizenship necessary

for future primaries. The aim of the elec-
tions is to make students better acquainted
with the principles of our representative
democracy and the electoral system of the
Czech Republic through personal expe-
riences while participating in the mock
elections.

AL‘the beginning of the school year,
indergarten teachers prepare a
yellow binder for each student, where
teachers, parents and of course students
themselves will be inserting a variety of
work and different material. The files
are labeled with the student’s names and
photograph and are placed on easily ac-
cessible shelves. This ensures that stu-
dents can take their portfolio at any time
they want, either to insert something in it
or to go through its contents, and discuss
material already inserted with friends
or teachers. In general, the portfolio is
meant to record a set of work for a cer-
tain period of time, which is then used
to evaluate and re-evaluate a student’s
progress.

Thoughtful work with portfolios can
strengthen students’ self-awareness and
perception of their own capabilities, in-
terests, successes, and qualities. Portfoli-
os can show students’ learning processes
and gradual development over time. We
often find that students are positively
surprised by their own developmen-
tal steps when they are able to compare

This experience can support and rein-
force students” self-confidence, motiva-
tion to try repeated activities, and will to
learn new skills and knowledge. Thus, the
portfolio can undoubtedly be used as a
tool to encourage students’ intrinsic mo-
tivation to learn and to develop interest
in participating in their own education.
Portfolios can significantly influence stu-
dents’ attitude toward education in gen-
eral. From my own experience, I've seen
that students who have had an opportu-
nity to look back and reflect on their way
of learning will often think of and explain
what else they would like to learn and try.
In the next newsletter, I will write more
in detail about different possible ways of
using the portfolio and its content. If you
are interested in further exploring work
with childrens portfolios, check out the
following videos:
