Report from Regional Hygienic Station

gthool like any other institution,
is regularly inspected by various
control authorities. We value these
controls because they objectively show the
real state of things.
On 16 March 2018, Sunny Canadian In-
ternational School was inspected by the
Regional Hygienic Station. The inspector
was especially interested in our adherence
to Act 258 and Decree 410 (cleanliness
of common areas and hygienic facilities,
bedding, ventilation, vaccinations etc.).
She also ensured that the school cafeteria
(where two preschool classes dine) and the
remote food stations delivering to kinder-
garten classrooms were in running order.
Subsequently; we received the report that
everything was OK and no problems were
found. In the Kindergarten report, the in-
spector stated:
"Bedding, including bed sheets, is stored in
a separate rack in the day room, located and
marked for each child separately. Bedding
did not touch each other at the time of inspec-
tion. Cleaning is done daily by mopping all

floors and vacuuming carpets. Disinfection
of all WCs and washbasins, dust removal and
ventilation are also carried out. At the time
of the inspection the sanitary facilities were
clean and tidy. No problems were found. "
An excerpt of the report from the kitchen
inspection:

"The surfaces of walls, floors and technologi-
cal and kitchen equipment were clean and
without any damage. The operation of food
stations is always manned by 2 workers with
health and hygiene cards. Workers had clean
working clothes at the time of inspection.
Substances and products causing allergies or
intolerance are marked. Allergens are num-
bered on the menu, which is available on the
board at the entrance to the kindergarten.
A list of allergens is available. No problems
were found."”

We would like to thank all staff who regularly
ensure that all areas of our school and kinder-
garten are nice and clean. Special thanks to
the kitchen staff and facilities department, as
well as to all students and teachers who help
keep our school nice, clean, and tidy. <+

Science Fair

n Tuesday, March 6th, a science fair was held in

the relax zone in Upper Canada, which included
12 unique projects. This year was the third year of
presenting ideas brought by the 9th grade students.
The fair was under the supervision of Mr. Millar,
and was open to view for both elementary and High
School students.

The 9th grade presenters completed their projects
and gathered all the needed supplies, and got ready
for the fair to launch. Each and every project was well
thought out and unique both in appearance and in
the effort put into it by students. Some of the most
imaginative projects included: Lie Detector, using
Savo to water plants, how the moon affects Sunny
Canadian students” grades or how different colored
bulbs change growth of plants.

Anidea which our students investigated is how the
moon phase affects the marks of our students. The
research did not show any unexpected results to the
students but they enjoyed the research and took a lot
care in doing so. Savo used on plants was a project to
investigate how much Savo it took to kill a plant the
fastest. Savo diluted with a certain amount of water,
and for a few days let the products work and show
the result.

The lie detector examined students on a basis of
questions and how the person responded, orally or
using body language, the detector knew whether or
not he or she was lying.

The use of different colored lights on plants was
explored by pupils by testing three colorful bulbs that
lit up flowers for a certain period of time.

All the students and teachers really liked the
science fair, it felt fascinating and well- organized.
Experience and effort was evident from the presen-
tation, as our young scientists have been involved
in these projects for weeks now. We are looking for-
ward to further experiments that will happen in the
coming year. **

Surely math is
important, but no more than art or music.
We have to move because, while stu-
dents may be 20% of our population,
they are 100% of our future, so lets fo-
cus on their dreams and strengths.

We will be able to collect and
organise the disposal of batteries, fluorescent
lamps, toners, CD and DVD players, toasters,
electrical kettles, electric razors, keyboards,
PC mouses, etc. (Attention: no collection of
diskettes, VHS and bulbs).

The aim of the project is to protect our
environment by ensuring and encouraging
the secure return and effective recycling of
electrical and electronic equipment waste.

We will install two 80 litre stainless steel boxes
near both the KG and ES receptions for the
use of all school visitors.

Speech Therapy Program at SCIS in 2017 / 2018

At the end of May, we will finish the se-
cond year of speech therapy at Sunny
Canadian school. During this school year, 23
students in total went through the program.
By the end of May; 18 students will finish
the program successfully and with corrected
pronunciation. The remaining 5 students
will be able to continue next school year, if
needed, and therefore they will be accepted
with priority. The screening for new students
will happen on Monday, September 10th.
Speech therapy for the 2018/2019 school
year will start in October 2018.

During speech therapy, the student
works with the speech therapist and par-
ents twice per week, and the student and
parents 5 times per week. This process is
the most effective and quick. Taking into
account sickness and holidays, the student
should reach their goals after 6-7 months.
This is not for every student, as times will
vary based on the students needs.

I'would like to compliment all parents, be-
cause without them we would not have these
results. I would also like to thank students
and parents for understanding the intensity

of the process and continuing to work hard
to succeed. I wish you a wonderful summer

Circle Time in Blue Bunnies

Over the past weeks the Blue Bunnies have
started to make some changes to Circle
Time each morning. In the past, we have used
Circle Time as a way to teach routine and vo-
cabulary but recently have been able to expand
on our theme and introduce new classroom
procedures. To give you a clear picture of how
we do Circle Time here is a general schedule!
First off, we have been encouraging the chil-
dren to be a part of transitions during the day,
so the children carry their chairs from snack to
the carpet and sit in a circle. We start by say-
ing good morning to one another and sing-
ing our “Good Morning” song. Afterward,
we ask the students who is here today. They
volunteer with their hands to come up to the
board and move their picture to say if they are
“at home” or “at school” This part has let the
children understand where their other class-
mates are as we go through and decide if the
remaining pictures are of children “at home”
or “at school” After we say hello, we decide on
who will be our classroom helpers for the day.
The children are so excited to have one of our
4 Classroom Jobs: Door Opener/Closer, Box/
Clean-up Helper, Spoon Helper (at lunch) and
a Bunny Helper. The children are very good at
remembering who the helper is and respecting
the duty of each helper. Once our classroom
jobs are decided, we move onto the weather.
This is always a fun part of circle time as the
children have developed a little sense of hu-
mor and get into little debates about whether
it is sunny or cloudy; etc. We recently started to
sing a new song to conclude the weather and
the children seem to really enjoy it! Next we
talk about our theme vocabulary. We aim to
choose words that are relevant and interactive
so the children develop a clear understanding
of words in English. We often have move-
ments or activities during vocabulary. Finally,
we have begun to end Circle Time with chil-
dren’s yoga. We put on meditation music and
lead the children in deep breathing and a short
yoga sequence. Yoga has proved to calm the
children after an exciting Circle Time and is
great for their sense of balance. Circle Time is
not always the same, depending on the day we
may spend more or less time on various parts
